In that Instant!
How will it be said of you, in that instant? Will you be in the throw of sinful behaviors?

Will you be adding another stripe to the back of Christ or perhaps, driving the nails a little deeper? 
Those are hard questions, and even harder in the light of your own sinfulness. One of the hardest things for a Christian and a Non-Christian to do, is admit his sin. One of the most dangerous is to deny it!  The message of scripture is very clear, Romans 6:1 (NASB95) 1 aWhat shall we say then? Are we to bcontinue in sin so that grace may increase?

It is a matter of concern, and even more in light of the condition of the church today. We have mega-churches, mega-church wannabes, and even small churches who simply and plainly refuse to tell anyone of their lost and sinful condition. They unfortunately have bought into the mentality that the Word of God is offensive and cannot be used to save souls. They have fallen for the Lie of the Enemy. They honestly and sincerely believe that the way God meant for His Word to be taught is somehow out of date and they in all their infinite wisdom know better than GOD does!

While it is not my goal to offend you or anyone else, I would rather tell you the truth in love and have you offended, than to have you go about your day thinking that you are saved when you might very well be dammed to hell for eternity. 

While I lay just lay these next two verses out, I want to convey this foundation. I just like every other person on the planet that GOD created, sins, “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of the Lord”, where the difference should lie for the Christian is that we should not continue or have repetitive sinful behaviors. If for example, we are in a constant state or at minimum, a constantly repetitive state of rage or some other sinful behavior then we might want to examine our salvation. 
1 John 3:6 (NASB95) 6 No one who abides in Him asins; no one who sins has seen Him or 1bknows Him.
 1 John 3:9 (NASB95) 9 No one who is 1aborn of God bpractices sin, because His seed abides in him; and he cannot sin, because he is 1born of God.

     We are encouraged and exhorted in scripture to examine our faith and to work out our salvation with fear and trembling. This is necessary and cannot be taken lightly as it has been over the last decade or so. You and I must daily examine our faith and work out our salvation. We cannot sit idly by and just think hey back in 1997 I said that prayer and I really meant it, I got baptized in 1998 and I recommitted myself in 2000.
 In Philippians 2:12 (NASB95) 12 So then, my beloved, ajust as you have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in my absence, work out your bsalvation with cfear and trembling; 
 2 Corinthians 13:5 (NASB95) 5 aTest yourselves to see if you are in the faith; bexamine yourselves! Or do you not recognize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you—unless indeed you 1cfail the test?

The time of His (Christ) coming will be in an instant, the twinkling of an eye. On the contrast, where you spend eternity, well it could be very different from where you think.
That is why it is so very important, and why this message is so vital to the saved and un-saved alike. If you are saved and you are not living your calling then you are guilty of disobedience, we are commanded to spread the gospel, to share our faith, to be ready in season and out, to give an answer for the faith we have.

We are to present ourselves to GOD as a worker approved, rightly handling the Word of Truth, God’s Holy and Perfect Word. We cannot sit idly by and watch people that we know whether we like them or not, go to Hell. “For this day, your soul may be required of you”, and you may have missed seven opportunities today to witness to your fellow man, another of God’s creation. The thought that at any second, that I could be standing before God giving account of my life, shames me, as it should you. 

Lets lay some nasty things out on the table right now, be honest, how many times did we sin today, how many lustful thoughts, anger, pride, jealousy, and  how few times did we ask forgiveness and repent of theses things. How many thoughts did we let escape the captivity of Christ? 
Math time, as we know, no one know the exact time of his coming but lets do some hypothetical math. Six thousand years ago, in six literal days God created the earth, plant and animal life, and Humans, just two, Adam and Eve. Adam and Eve spent their days in the Garden of Eden, and one unfaithful day they ate of the Fruit. About two thousand years later He (GOD) saw that his creation (man) had turned their desire toward doing evil all the time, so much so that even their hearts were evil. In comes Noah a righteous man, a blameless man, and God gave Noah some directions, Noah followed the directions to the t. We have an ark, we have a global flood, and all but eight people are dead. About two thousand years into the future A Child is born in the City of David, a King, the Lord Christ Jesus, now four thousand years have been spent off God’s clock. Christ lives His perfect sinless life and brings the Law to fulfillment, and is made the Lamb of Suffering for our every sin. Psalm 51:3 (NASB95)3 For 1I aknow my transgressions, And my sin is ever before me.
  Jeremiah 2:22 (NASB95) 22“Although you awash yourself with lye And 1use much soap, The bstain of your iniquity is before Me,” declares the Lord 2God.
  James 2:10 (NASB95) 10 For whoever keeps the whole 1law and yet astumbles in one point, he has become bguilty of all.
 John 3:20 (NASB95) 20“aFor everyone who does evil hates the Light, and does not come to the Light for fear that his deeds will be exposed.
 

 We must believe in Jesus Christ, his deity, his sinless life, his death upon a cross, his burial and resurrection on the third day, His ascension to Heaven to the right hand of the Father, where He sits now prepared for His triumphant Return , we must repent, and turn form our sins, to never practices them again. We must be baptized, and we must come to that saving faith and have fellowship with other believers so that we may be made stronger in our faith. We must endure, to be saved.
In that instant two will be in a field one will be taken and the other left behind!
